
The Eager Reader program is a wonderful reading program sponsored by Sunset’s PTA.  It is a voluntary program designed to improve students’ reading skills and to develop a love of reading.  This is a great opportunity for parents and children to connect through the shared enjoyment of reading!
How It Works:
Students read and record the minutes they read between October 1 and April 30.  You are asked to submit the minutes read during each month period by 10pm on the last day of each month.  (If you miss the deadline, just submit the minutes in the next month!)  As students reach certain goals, they earn great prizes, including free books!
How Much Do Students Need To Read?
We encourage each student to read as much as he or she can.  You can work towards the goals below, but remember that not every child will reach this level of participation.  

Pre-School / Kindergarten & 1st Grade
2,400 minutes (20 minutes/day)

2nd & 3rd Grade
3,000 minutes (25 minutes/day)

4th & 5th Grade
3,600 minutes (30 minutes/day)

Save paper and time and report all minutes on-line:

· Click on Programs on the left-hand side
· Select Eager Reader from the list of programs
· Click on Eager Reader Online Recorder
Submit your minutes by 10pm on the last day of each month.  

If you miss the deadline, submit the minutes in the next month.
You’ll be asked to provide an email address as your user name.  We’ll only use this email address to communicate important Eager Reader information with you.  The email address used should belong to a parent or guardian, not the student.
