Currently, your PTA is able to fund these incredible programs that raise the level of education at 
Sunset.   However, there are legislative issues on the November and February ballots that will dramatically 
affect the funding for education in both Issaquah and the State as a whole. 
 
The first issue, Initiative 1033, is on the November ballot and, if passed, will cap the funding for education at to-

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Legislation Updates 

Cast your vote in February! There will be three Issaquah School District levies on ballot! 

One will be for basic operating costs, one will be for transportation costs, and one will be for technology and  
capital repairs costs. These levies provide one-fifth of all education funding in the Issaquah School District. Each 
levy is vitally important; more information will be coming as the election gets closer.   

It is important to note that these are considered RENEWAL levies ς they will renew existing and expiring levies. 
The passing of these levies will NOT raise the local schools tax that is part of your property tax. The average 
homeowner will pay the same or lower taxes over the lifetime of these levies (four years). Again, without these 
levies, funding in the Issaquah School District will go down by one-fifth!  

What can you do to help right now? Make sure you are registered to vote, so you can cast your vote. 

Register to Vote! 

Did you know that only 50% of Issaquah School District 
residents are registered to vote?  That means your next 
door neighbor on one side may not be registered!  Ask 
your neighbors if they are registered.
